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City Addresses
Potential
Impacts of NFL
Stadium Project

ver the past year many residents
have voiced their concern regarding
the proposed City of Industry NFL stadium
development and the inevitable impacts
a venue of this scale would have on
our community.

The proposed project includes an NFL
stadium, up to four NFL practice fields, an
NFL training facility, sports medical clinic
and nearly 3 million square feet of mixed-use
(entertainment, retail, commercial, office)
development. The project site is situated
in the City of Industry, along Diamond
Bar’s northern border, north of the Pomona
Freeway at Grand Avenue (hillsides north of
the former Diamond Bar Honda site).

While the project lies outside the City’s
jurisdiction, the City Council and staff remain
committed to doing what is in the best
interest for the citizens of Diamond Bar and
have been proactively monitoring this project
since it was announced by Majestic Realty in
October 2007.

The City recognizes the quality of life
impacts that may potentially result, including
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adding traffic to our already congested streets,
noise, public safety impacts, air quality, and
light glare into adjacent neighborhoods.
Concerned about the close proximity
to Diamond Bar’s northern border, the
City hired environmental and traffic
experts to review the development’s
Environmental Impact Report (EIR). As
a result, the City has submitted several
detailed responses outlining our concerns
and requests for mitigation to be addressed
in the final EIR. Unfortunately, the Industry
City Council approved the document in
January 2009 without adequately addressing
Diamond Bar’s concerns.
As a result of these deficiencies in the
EIR, the City of Diamond Bar is opposed

to the proposed Industry NFL stadium
development unless the many serious traffic,
noise, public safety, aesthetic, and related
development impacts are mitigated to the
City’s satisfaction.

While it is anticipated the Industry City
Council will take action to approve the
development at its February 26 meeting, the
City of Diamond Bar will continue to monitor
the development and take the necessary steps
to protect the community.

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Local Deputy
Plays a Role in
Inauguration

he January Presidential

Inauguration in Washington,
D.C. had an extra special meaning
for a Diamond Bar-based public
safety officer.

Deputy Mark St. Amant, a
28-year Los Angeles Sheriff's
Department veteran and member of
the Walnut/Diamond Bar Sheriff’s Station for
the past 19 years, was the only one selected
to participate in the historic event from the
station staffed with 120 sworn officers.

The entire LASD delegation was made up
of one commander, two lieutenants, eight
sergeants, and 101 deputies. It was the third
largest group of the 58 public safety agencies
from across the nation that helped form the
security protection team.

To prepare for their task of protecting the
parade route from the U.S. Capitol building
to the White House, Deputy St. Amant and
close to 4,000 other law enforcement officers
participated in special 8-hour training at the
American University and were sworn in as
federal officers.

Except for short trips to the “warming
room” staged in the Department of Justice’s
press room, Deputy St. Amant and his

colleagues spent 17 hours starting at 2:30 a.m.

standing watchful along the parade route on
the day of the event.

To protect against the freezing weather that
varied from 11 to 24 degree temperature, the
team wore winter clothing which included

special-ordered heavy-duty jackets, trooper-
style hats, gloves, and heat packs in their
gloves, shoes, and pockets.

The LASD delegation was broken up
into two groups, with one staging itself on
Pennsylvania Avenue in front of the FBI
building and the other on Constitution Avenue
in front of the National Archives and Records
Administration building.

Even with having to brave extremely cold
conditions and not being able to personally
shake the hand of President Barack Obama,
Deputy St. Amant describes the experience as
one he will never forget.

“There were zero incidents and no arrests,”
Deputy St. Amant said. “There was a very
positive atmosphere the entire time we were
there.”

The special jackets, hats, and gloves used
by the officers on the day of the inauguration
were donated to cold weather and mountain
sheriff stations, like the ones in Santa Clarita
and Palmdale.

Salaries, lodging, travel, and meal expenses
were covered by the Washington D.C.
Metropolitan Police Department.

Beware of
“Uniformed”
Scam Artists

Residents should be
particularly alert to a type of scam that
usually begins during the spring months.

It involves one or more scam artists
or burglars posing as tradesmen or
representatives of utility companies to gain
access to homes.

One individual distracts the homeowner,
while someone else enters the home and
looks for cash and valuables. They are in and
out of the house in minutes and gone before
the homeowner realizes what has happened.

In most instances the scam artist who
approaches the front door is dressed in what
looks like a uniform or official shirt from a
legitimate company or agency.

The Diamond Bar Sheriff's team urges
homeowners to not take any chances with
their personal safety and to remain vigilant
to their surroundings, especially unusual or
suspicious behavior.

If someone comes to your door and asks
you to step outside to look at something,
politely refuse and ask for their identification.
If they have good identification, do not go
outside without locking your door.

If you suspect that they might be trying
to get into your home, stay inside, lock the
door and call the Sheriff's Department at

. I've noticed that a lot of houses
in my neighborhood are still
displaying holiday lights. Isn’t

that against the City’s Municipal Code?

Yes, the City’s Municipal Code

states that exterior holiday lights

and decorations must be
removed within 30 days of installation,
and no later than January 15.

Besides contributing to blight, keeping
holiday lights installed for an extended
period of time creates the potential for a
fire hazard because of their temporary-
use nature.

The City’s Neighborhood Improvement
Division is now assertively searching
out homes still displaying electrical
decorations.

Homeowners found not to be in
compliance will be issued a courtesy
notice to correct the violation within 10
days. Failing to remove the lights within
the allotted time frame can result in a
$100 fine.
