ontinuing drought conditions coupled

with court-ordered water restrictions in the
Sacramento-San Joaquin Delta, one of the major
sources of imported supplies have forced the
Metropolitan —a
Water District
of Southern
California to tap
into its storage
reserves in order
to maintain
deliveries to
its 26 member
agencies.

As a result, it has declared a Level 2 Water
Supply Alert and reduced water supplies to its
agencies for the first time in 18 years.

One of those agencies is Walnut Valley Water
District, which services Diamond Bar and portions
of four neighboring cities.

While Walnut Valley is not imposing mandatory
water use restrictions at this time, it is urging
customers to continue voluntarily taking steps to
conserve water to help stretch strained supplies
and avert the need for mandated restrictions.

Those steps include fixing leaky faucets and
pipes, installing water-conserving faucets and
showerheads, using major appliances such as
washing machines and dishwashers only when
full, correctly positioning lawn sprinklers, and
using a broom to clean driveways.

service.

This free service involves a Sheriff’s deputy or
trained Volunteer on Patrol checking your property
at least once a day while you are away to deter
potential burglars and provide you with additional
security.

As part of its courtesy property inspection, the
uniformed Sheriff’s representative checks for
unlocked windows or doors, evidence of possible
forced entry, and any other suspicious activity.

To further protect your home while you are away,
the Sheriff’s station suggests postponing delivery or
having one of your neighbors pick up your mail or
newspapers to prevent it from piling up; and installing
exterior lights that operate on a dawn-to-dusk or timer
function to create the illusion that you are home.

Take Precautions Against
Mosquito Bites

s in past years, the

Greater Los Angeles
Vector Control District
has installed a number
of battery-operated
mosquito traps in
locations throughout its
service area.

The traps, installed
in early spring and
used through October,
are primarily used to track
the number and species of
mosquitoes found in different
areas.

Regular surveillance of these
traps help Vector Control staff
monitor the presence of viruses
such as West Nile.

Though not as prevalent as when first detected
almost 10 years ago, the first West Nile virus positive
bird in Los Angeles County for 2009 was confirmed by
Vector Control a couple months ago.

The agency is continuing its monitoring efforts, and
asks the community to do its part to reduce the risk of
possible illness by taking simple precautions against
being bitten by mosquitoes.

These precautions include spending
less time outdoors at dusk and dawn
when mosquitoes are most active,
using repellents containing DEET,
Picaridin or oil of lemon
eucalyptus, and ensuring
windows and doors have
tight-fitting seals and torn-free
screens.

Residents should also
eliminate areas of unnecessary
standing water around their
properties that can potentially
be breeding sources for
mosquitoes, such as unused
swimming pools and bird baths,
and empty containers. Water in pet dishes and
plant containers should be changed out weekly.

Since wild birds serve as the main source of virus for
mosquitoes, residents are also being asked to report
dead bird sightings to the Department of Public Health
by calling 1.877.WNV.BIRD (1.877.968.2473) or
submitting an online report via www.westnile.ca.gov.

The special website www.westnile.ca.gov, created
and managed by the California Department of Public
Health, also contains the latest information regarding
the virus.

Battery-operated mosquito traps
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Grant Funds New Curb Ramps

he walking route to Armstrong Elementary School is now more pedestrian-friendly, thanks to the City’s latest
effort to implement safety measures within its high-foot traffic areas.
Funded with Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) monies, the effort included installing 38 new curb
ramps and upgrading two existing ones within a half-mile radius of the school to meet ADA standards.
Since 2006, similar projects have been completed in areas neighboring four other elementary schools and a

community park.

Next year, the City anticipates utilizing a portion of the 2009-2010 CDBG to construct ramps in the vicinity of

Castle Rock and Evergreen Springs elementary schools.

CDBG is a federal program that provides annual grants on a formula basis to entitled urban and rural cities to
be used for various community and economic development programs.

The City’s CDBG allocation varies from year to year, and has been used in the past to complete ADA retrofit
projects, install new sidewalks, finance the Home Improvement Program, and augment the budgets of nonprofits

that serve Diamond Bar youth and seniors.

Changes to the City’s Transit

Pass Program

ast month, both MTA and Foothill Transit adopted the Transit
Access Tap (TAP) program, a new electronic fare payment system
that aims to unify all Los Angeles County’s transit operators through a

single reusable card.

As a result, some temporary modifications had to be made to the
City’s Transit Sales Program, particularly its online component.

Here’s what stays the same: Residents are still eligible to receive a
subsidy on transit passes — 20 percent for adults and students and 50

percent for seniors or persons with disabilities.

City Hall will continue to remain open until 7pm on the last Tuesday of every month to serve transit patrons as

part of its Transit Late Night program.

There is no change to the sale of the Metrolink pass, the EZ transit pass (the joint pass between Foothill and

Metro), or bus tokens.

Here’s what changes: Online — Only the Metrolink and the Foothill/MTA Joint EZ pass will be available for
purchase through the City’s website until the TAP system is integrated into the online system later this summer.
You will be notified when this happens through this newsletter, and the City’s website.

In Person - City Hall can only provide new regular-fare TAP cards or reload existing ones; it cannot issue new

reduced-fare TAP cards or replace lost or stolen cards.

To obtain a new reduced-fare TAP card, college students, seniors, and persons with disabilities must obtain by
visiting a Metro Customer Center location or by mailing in a completed application, a full-face photo
(1”7 x 1-1/4" or 2 x 2), and any required documentation or processing fees to the TAP Reduced Fare Office,
One Gateway Plaza, MS 99-PL-4, Los Angeles, CA 90012-2952.

Verizon’s FTTP
Project Update

lose to 3,000 Diamond Bar homes are now

equipped with the latest in communications
technology, and Verizon anticipates adding at least
1,000 more to that figure by the end of this summer.

Verizon began setting up its fiber-to-the-premises
(FTTP) network in the city in April of 2008. It has since
installed more than 42 miles of fiber-optic cable in the
area west of the 57 Freeway, north of Pathfinder Road
and the area east of Diamond Bar Boulevard, north of
Gold Rush Road.

FTTP technology utilizes hair-thin strands of fiber-
optic (glass) instead of copper wire to connect homes
and business to the Verizon network of voice, data,
and video applications.

Verizon technicians are now working in a zone
bounded by city limits to the north, Diamond Bar
Boulevard to the east, Freeway 60 to the south and city

limits to the west.

Construction work takes place only on weekdays
from 8am to 5pm, and involves the installation
of new underground conduits, above-ground hub
cabinets, and street resurfacing for open-cut trenched
areas.

Much of the work takes place at curbs or under
sidewalks; however going into City right-of-way
areas is sometimes needed and requires removal
or replacement of portions of lawn or landscape,
irrigation system, sidewalks and driveway areas.
When this happens, Verizon restores the areas to
their original condition or as close as possible.

Residents within the area of construction will be
notified of impending work through City mailers and
door hangers placed by Verizon ten days and again
48 hours prior to the start of work.

: I'm considering purchasing a couple
chickens to keep in my backyard. A friend
tells ‘e it’s not allowed in the city she lives in

and doesn’t think it’s allowed here either. Is she
right?

: Yes, your friend is right. The keeping of fowl,

other than house birds, as pets or for egg
production is not permitted within city limits per
Section 22.42.030 of the City’s Municipal Code.

This particular section in the City’s official law
book defines the type of animals that can be kept
in residential properties, and the ones that that
require permits.
